CLASS SCHEDULE

Centennial High School’s school year is
comprised of 177 days. On Mondays,
Wednesdays, and Fridays students have an
8-period day, during which they partici-
pate in a 31-minute elective seminar. Clas-

ses on these days are 52 minutes each.
On Tuesdays and Thursdays, students
follow a traditional 7-period schedule
comprised of 57 minute classes and
no elective seminar. CHS is on a se-
mester schedule, and credit is awarded
at the end of each semester. Grade
reports are given at six weeks and
twelve weeks, but the final semester
grade is what appears on the tran-
script.
